World Stamp Show-NY 2016 Membership Drive in Full Throttle 

 
World Stamp Show-NY 2016 has announced that its official full-featured membership drive was 
unveiled at the ASDA National Stamp Show October 13-16 in New York City, 1688 days before 
America’s next international exhibition opens its doors on May 28, 2016. 
 
Modeled after the successful funding campaign by Washington 2006 that contributed over $250,000 to 
various philatelic endeavors at its end, WSS-NY 2016 has set up three membership levels for patrons 
to consider in support of the once-a-decade exhibition.  All come with entrance to an exclusive lounge 
on the show floor to relax and dine called the “Liberty Club” in addition to a quantity of “honor plaques,” 
a way of honoring people and organizations in the hobby that will appear at the top of exhibit frames. 
 
Liberty Club memberships at the $1,000 level receive 1 Liberty Club entrance pin, 3 honor plaques, a 
supporter pin and 1 guided tour pass of the show. 
 
Liberty Club Silver memberships at the $1,500 level receive 1 Liberty Club entrance pin, 5 honor 
plaques, 2 supporter pins, 2 guided tour passes and 1 premium pack of WSS-NY 2016 souvenirs. 
 
Liberty Club Gold memberships at the $2,500 level receive 2 Liberty Club entrance pins, 10 honor 
plaques, 4 supporter pins, 4 guided tour passes, 2 premium packs of WSS-NY 2016 souvenirs and 2 
Palmares dinner tickets held at the conclusion of the show. 
 
Any of the three membership levels may be paid at one time or in a total of 5 equal installments 
beginning with the first contribution followed by four more in May of every year through 2015. 
 
Donations in any amount are welcomed by WSS-NY 2016.  Every donor of $25 or more is entitled to at 
least one honor plaque and will be recognized on the web site and in the show program unless 
requested not to. 
 
Your donation is tax deductible, as World Stamp Show-NY 2016 is a tax-exempt organization under 
Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.  You may deduct the amount of this donation, minus 
any actual value received, according to the guidelines of federal and your state's tax laws.
